The History of COB aaalas
*May 1984 - first District 5 conference in Central Ohio at the Hyatt Regency organized by Dr. H. Hugh Harroff Jr.

*September 27, 1984 - The first organizational meeting for COB was called at Battelle by Dr. Harroff with Garrett Dill, Leon Wallace, Douglas Little, Alvin York, Donna Violet, Arthur Peters, Douglas Stone, Harry Rozmiarek, and Ronald Bell. 

*April 18, 1985 an election meeting was held at Battelle. The first president was Douglas Little, the president elect was Chip Keys, the secretary was Diana Edmister and the treasurer was Leon Wallace. 

*May 1, 1985, petition was sent to AALAS asking for National affiliation as a branch.  It was signed by national members including: Peter Jepsen, Diana Edmister, Leon Wallace, Alvin York, Donna Violet, Garrett Dill, Hugh Harroff, Ronald Bell, Harry Rozmiarek, Arthur Peters, and Douglas Stone. 

*June 20, 1985 the Branch had 54 paid members. 

*COB has been represented throughout the years by its members on many National AALAS committees and in various leadership positions.

*COB is one of 6 branches which make up District 5 of AALAS.  COB has hosted the District 5 meetings in the central Ohio area in 1990, 1996, 2002 and 2008.

*COB received the 2006 National AALAS Branch Challenge Award for membership growth. 

*Our 2008 membership was 202 and still growing.

*COBAALAS was incorporated in April of 2008
